This term, in English we will be using the text ‘The Scarecrow’s Wedding’ by Julia 
Donaldson to build on the basic sentence structure we learned in Autumn 1. We will focus 
on writing simple descriptions and looking types of character. After this we will look at the 
traditional tale ‘The Three Little Pigs’. We will look at the repetition in the book at the 
different parts of the story. Our outcome at the end of the half term will be to retell a 
simple narrative. We will use the story of The Three Little Pigs to form our retell. 
 
We will continue to work on using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops to punctuate 
our sentences correctly.
